DID YOU KNOW …….

1. On February 23, 1941 goalkeeper Chuck Rayner stopped a then record 60 shots in the New York Americans 3 – 1 loss to Boston.  The win extended the Bruins League – record unbeaten streak to 23 games (15 – 0 – 8).

2. On November 13, 1947 the NHL initiated the policy of having players raise their sticks to signify a goal.  Billy Reay became the first to do so as the Montreal Canadians defeated the Chicago Blackhawks 5 – 2 at the Montreal Forum.

3. On December 20, 1950 Toronto’s Walter “Turk” Broda became the first goaltender in NHL History to record 300 career victories.  The 300 win milestone came in a Maple Leafs 6 – 1 triumph over the Montreal Canadians.

4. On February 15, 1951, Don “Bones” Raleigh recorded two goals and four assists in leading the New York Rangers past Chicago Blackhawks 7 – 3 before just 4400 fans in Chicago.

5. Aggie Kukulowicz scored a goal in his first NHL game on January 7, 1953 at Madison Square Gardens while playing for the New York Rangers.

6. On October 3, 1953 at the NHL All-Star game, New York Rangers winger Wally Hergesheimer scored two power-play goals including the winning tally as the NHL All-Stars defeated the Stanley Cup Champion Montreal Canadians 3 – 1 at the Forum in Montreal.

7. On November 6, 1955 Boston goalie Terry Sawchuk and Detroit net minder Glenn Hall battled to a 0 – 0 tie at the Olympia in Detroit and one week later in Boston the same two goaltenders matched shut-outs again as the Red Wings and Bruins played to another 0 – 0 scoreless contest.

8. On October 1, 1960 at the NHL All-Star game, New York Rangers forward Andy Hebenton scored the game winner shorthanded as the NHL All-Stars edged the Stanley Cup Champion Montreal Canadians at the Forum in Montreal.

9. Bobby Leiter scored a goal in his first NHL game on December 1, 1962 at Maple Leaf Gardens in Toronto as the Maple Leafs whipped his Boston Bruins 8 – 2.  He scored on a tip in off a pass from Doug Mohns that beat goaltender Johnny Bower of the Maple Leafs.

10. On April 17, 1976 Philadelphia Flyers Reggie Leach set an NHL record by scoring a goal in a 4 – 3 loss to the Toronto Maple Leafs.  It was his ninth consecutive play-off game where he scored, at least, 1 goal.  The Flyers went on to win the series over the Maple Leafs in Seven games.

11. On November 18, 1984 New Jersey goaltender Ron Low recorded the fourth and final shutout of his NHL career as a player and Rich Preston scored a hat-trick to lead the Devils to a 6 – 0 win over the Rangers at New York.
12. On December 8, 1987 Philadelphia goalie Ron Hextall scored a goal in the Flyers 5 – 2 victory over Boston and also tallied a goal in a play-off game against Washington on April 11, 1989 as Philadelphia upended the Capitals by an 8 – 5 score.

13. On October 18, 1990 Chicago net minder Eddie Belfour recorded his first NHL shut-out to lead the Hawks to a 3 – 0 win over the Toronto Maple Leafs.

14. In 1994, Cal Marvin’s Warroad Lakers playing in a Senior League in Manitoba were the first team to capture three consecutive Allan Cup victories in the long history of Hockey Canada’s Allan Cup.

15. Manitoba Hockey Hall of Famer, Terry Reardon, while playing for the Montreal Canadians, received five penalties in a game against the New York Rangers.   The following day was his Birthday and he received a telegram of Congratulations from his Sister.  It was addressed to Terrence Reardon, Penalty Box, the Forum, Montreal, Canada.
